Vietnam, with its population of 90 million, 70% of whom are under 35, is characterised by fast growth in demand for consumer goods, especially
imports, and purchasing power. Vietnam's entrance into the WTO (World Trade Organization) in 2007 enabled it to accelerate its import and export
processes with many partner countries, including Italy. Furthermore, from 2015 onwards, companies manufacturing in Vietnam will be able to
export their goods inside the largest free trade area in the world, AFTA. This area includes numerous emerging Far Eastern economies and also has
trade agreements with China, Japan, Korea and the USA.

The size of the market, its rhythm of growth and its match with the business and technological culture of the Emilia-Romagna Region make it
a priority partner in the internationalisation strategies of local companies for the coming years. The Emilia-Romagna Regional Government, in
collaboration with Unioncamere (Association of Italian Chambers of Commerce) and the regional network of chambers of commerce, is sponsoring
the Destinazione Vietnam (Destination Vietnam) project to promote the development of stable commercial and manufacturing partnerships
between local and Vietnamese industry, on the occasion of the 40th Anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between Italy and
Vietnam in 2013, which is also the Italian Year of Vietnam.

In 2015/2016 the project will be focused on the agro-food industry, specifically: machinery and equipment for agriculture, machines for packaging,
processing and storage drinks and food, certified quality food products (PDO, PG, BIO and wines primarily from native grapes).

Partners of the project include the Foreign Ministry and the Ministry of Economic Development, the Italian Chamber of Commerce in Vietnam, the
Embassy of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam in ltaly, the Italian Embassy in Vietnam, ICE, UNIDO, UCIMA, ASSOEVI, KBC, Becamex IDC Corp and the
Association of Young Vietnamese Business People, and the scheduled activities are:

— Implementation of the Vietnam Desk in Emilia-Romagna, an office to provide information and support for local companies interested in Vietnam;

— Mission to Italy for Vietnamese buyers in wine sector and business meetings c/o Exhibition VINITALY (22nd - 25th March 2015);

— Mission to Italy and business meetings for Vietnamese buyers in food &t food technologies sectors (29th June - 1st July 2015);

—  Educational tour with Vietnamese journalists and visit to EXPO Milano;

—  Business mission to Vietnam and business meetings with Vietnamese operators (February 2016);

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Wines: Thanks to its culinary specialties the Emilia-Romagna region can
rightfully lay claim to the status of gastronomic capital of Italy. And yet,
despite rarely receiving their due recognition, wines from this region
possess a surprising ability to confound sceptics. Emilia-Romagna, as its
name suggests, is divided into two sub-regions that each produces its
own distinct wines. While most Emilian wines are bubbly and effervescent,
they are also remarkably diverse. Lambrusco sparkling red wines, which
is considered one of the oldest wine grapes in ltaly, Pignoletto and
Malvasia the region's main indigenous varieties which usually produce
light, aromatic whites. Romagna's best vintages are mostly produced
from Sangiovese grapes, which is among the most widely cultivated in
Central Italy. Sangiovese di Romagna DOC (especially the Riserva version,
which is highly complex and structured) offers one of the most forceful
rebuttals to those who claim Emilia-Romagna is only good for sparkling
wine. Romagna is also known for its dry and still Albana di Romagna,
ltaly's first DOCG white wine. Trebbiano di Romagna and Pagadebit are
the other two most common local varieties. The winemaking tradition of
Emilia-Romagna is much more varied than one might assume. As Emilia-
Romagna garners increasing attention for its wines, it could perhaps look
to its storied culinary heritage for inspiration.

Visitors in these temples
of flavour are guided by tales, stories, unpublished photos and tasting. They
travel on a journey to discover products such as Parmigiano Reggiano,
Aceto Balsamico Tradizionale di Modena, Prosciutto di Parma, Salame
Felino, Formaggio di Fossa cheese, salt from Cervia, oil from Brisighella,
ecc.
